Your chair was patrtially disassembled into 4 paftso sides, seat and backrest. It is assembledilith
carriage bolts (8 short, 2 long), 10 washers andut§.

Your furniture was fully assembled in the shop pt@mbeing dismantled for shipping. All the pdits The
parts that go together have the same numbers mvriggt to the predrilled holes they attach to. s#dake the
time to align the parts with the numbers. If yoe Borcing a bolt in, the part may be turned aroandot
aligned properly. Tap the bolt all the way inte thood to set it, then add a washer and lightlytég. Don't
over tighten or you will crush the redwood.
