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Assembly Instructions for Heritage Table Bench with backrests (all sizes) 
 
Thank you for purchasing Old-Growth Again patio furniture.  OGA is dedicated to restoration forestry. Sales of patio 
furniture finance our restoration work in California redwood forestlands. 
 
Tools required: ½-inch ratchet and a mallet or small hammer. 
 
Your bench was partially disassembled into 4 parts and hardware (two sides, seat and a back rest with carriage bolts, 
washers and nuts).  You have two sizes of carriage bolts, but all the washers and nuts are the same size. 
 
Your furniture was fully assembled in the shop prior to being dismantled for shipping.  All the parts fit.  The parts that 
go together have the same numbers written next to the predrilled holes they attach to. Please take the time to align the 
parts with the numbers.  If you are forcing a bolt in, the part may be turned around or not aligned properly.  Tap the 
bolt all the way into the wood to set it, then add a washer and lightly tighten.  Don’t overtighten or you will crush the 
redwood. 
 
On the following pages, a series of photos demonstrate the steps to re-assemble the bench.  The bench shown is a 4 ½ 
ft wide model with a 4 ft wide seat.  But, the assembly is identical for other size:

Photo 1.0: Unpack your bench and make sure you have all 4 wood parts and hardware as shown in photo. 
Photo 2.0: Attach sides to seat. Take one of the two sides.  The sides are the shorter two pieces.  Then take the seat of 
the bench. On each of the two ends of the seat you’ll find a number written next to predrilled holes.  Match this 
number to the number written next to the pre-drilled holes on the interior edge of the bench sides.

Photos 2.1 & 2.2: Tap in the 3 ½ inch carriage bolts from the outside edge into the holes to attach the seat and side.  
Tap the bolts in all the way, then insert the washer and nut and tighten with a ½- inch ratchet.  The bolts should tap 
into their holes.  If you have to force a bolt, the piece is probably on the wrong side or is turned around. Do not over 
tighten or you’ll crush the redwood and weaken the bench’s structure.  Repeat with other side.
