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Assembly Instructions for  the Lounge Chair  (single and double size) 
 
Thank you for purchasing Old-Growth Again patio furniture.  OGA is dedicated to restoration forestry. Sales of 
patio furniture help finance our restoration work in the California redwoods. 
 
Tools required: ½-inch ratchet and a mallet or small hammer. 
 
Your lounge chair was partially disassembled into 10 parts: the bed, the backrest, the two armrests, four legs and 
two wheel legs.  The entire lounger is re-assembled with carriage bolts as shown in photo 1.2. 
 
The photos attached to these instructions show a double lounger.  The single lounger has the same 10 parts and is 
assembled in an identical fashion. Complete assembly should take less than 15 minutes.   
  
Photo 1.0, 1.1 (below), 1.2 (right): Unpack and 
make sure you have the parts, bolts, washers and 
nuts as shown (the exact amount and sizes of bolts 
may change slightly depending on minor, on-going 
redesigns).

Photo 2.0 (below): All the parts have numbers 
written next to pre-drilled holes for the carriage 
bolts.  Assemble from the floor up by matching up 
the numbers with one another.  Begin with the legs 
for the bed, then attach the arm rests to the bed.
